Stem cell bank in King Abdulaziz Medical
City

The King Abdulaziz Medical City in Riyadh is getting
ready to open a stem cell bank harvested from the
umbilical cord. The procedure will be done in
laboratories and specially equipped rooms to draw the
cells from umbilical cord blood and separate them using a
special device. Then they will be stored in labs for a
period from 15 to 20 years after examining them and
making sure they are free of contagious and genetic
diseases. In addition, a team will be prepared for
coordinating, marketing and research within this field.

Bed for every patient in 6 months — Official

RIYADH — The shortage of beds in various hospitals would be overcome in six months’ time and there will
always be a bed available for a patient, Dr.Yasir Al-Ghamdi, the general supervisor of the Ministry of Health’s

Beds and Hospitalization Administration, has said.
